* You must not become pregnant while taking acitretin, or for 3 years after stopping
treatment.

® You must use effective contraception before, during and for 3 years after stopping
treatment with acitretin.

* You must attend regular follow-up visits and have regular pregnancy testing.

Reminder for Men and Women
Do not share this medication with anybody and return any unused capsules back to the pharmacy.

You should not donate blood during treatment with this medicine and for three years after stopping
treatment.
