bones. Like all medicines, there is a risk of developing side effects.
These may include:

w Heart attack and stroke

Heart attack and stroke have been reported in people receiving Evenity.
Do not take Evenity if you have had a heart attack or stroke.

Seek immediate medical attention if you get:

‘ Low levels of calcium in the blood (hypocalcaemia) ¢ Chest pain. ® Difficulty talking.
® Shortness of breath. ® Changes in vision.
During Evenity treatment, tell your doctor if you develop: ® Headache. ® Loss of balance.

® Spasms, twitches, or cramps in your muscles. ® Numbness, or weakness in your face, arms or legs.

® Numbness or tingling in your fingers, toes or around your mouth. Your doctor will carefully evaluate the risk of cardiovascular problems before

he/she lets you start treatment with Evenity. Tell your doctor if you know that
you have an increased risk of cardiovascular problems such as established
cardiovascular disease, high blood pressure, high blood fat levels, diabetes,
smoking or kidney problems.

Take calcium and vitamin D supplements to help prevent low calcium levels
as instructed, if these are prescribed by your doctor.

Tell your doctor if you have or have ever had severe kidney problems, kidney
failure or have needed dialysis.

There have been rare reports of osteonecrosis of the jaw (ONJ; bone damage
in the jaw) in patients who have received Evenity. It is important to try to
prevent ONJ developing, as it may be a painful condition that can be difficult

to treat. MYOCARDIAL INFARCTION (MI) AND STROKE were observed in patients

receiving Evenity.
